Mission Night Programme

1. Devotion: introduce mission and why we do this. James 1:27

2. Powerpoint (See website)
3. True/ false quiz (or heads/tails game) This is based on the information on the powerpoint.

4. Do you know facts: cut these up and hand out to girls to read

Girls can read these out and then ask each girl with a fact to ask the others a question about their fact.

5. Worksheet to all fill in for badge work

6. Prayer time: using points from activity booklet points ( see activity booklet on the GEMS website)

7. Chinlone ball game

 (See notes on possible mission night programme from website.)

 Game instructions: Chinlone is a game played with feet and other parts of the body such as the head, shoulders, elbows, knees, and heels but not hands. The main object is to keep the ball in the air as long as possible by tossing it with all parts of the body except the hands.  It can be played by 1 person or a team in a circle. We used balloons and had 2 teams competing against each other, to see who could keep the balloon off the ground for as long as possible.

Mission introductory talk/devotion

Every year GEMS and Cadet clubs all around Australia raise money for a special mission project which helps people in need.

This year we are raising money to help an orphanage in a country called Burma 

( also called Myanmar)

Does anyone know what an orphange is?

Some children that come to this orphanage are orphans- they are without parents, because their parents have died. Some children that come here are abandoned, which means they still have parents but their parents could not afford to feed them and so they brought them to the orphanage so that they would be cared for. This is hard for us to imagine, but in Burma many people are very poor and don’t have enough money to buy basic things like food and clothing. 

Before we find out more about Burma and the fundraising project we are supporting this year, we need to ask the question

Why are we bothering to raise money for this orphanage at all? 

Let’s check what the Bible says. Let’s look at our aim again: 

As GEMS what does God ask us to do?

To do justice, to love kindness and to walk humbly with our God.

Who are we to show kindness to? 

Not just our friends and family but also to other people in need.

Let’s hear what the Bible says in James 1:27

So who do we need to help?

What sort of people did Jesus show kindness to?

Sick, blind, those with leprosy, 

So God also wants us to care for those in need, especially those who are so poor they struggle to get their basic needs like food and a home.

How are we going to do this? We are looking at a few ways of raising money. One way is to make some cakes and sell them to people. We will let you know what else we are planning to do as the year goes on. (Ask for suggestions.)

Do you know facts about the orphanage? (Cut these up)

	New life orphanage has over 180 orphans and abandoned children over 3 different locations, with over 40 staff members.



	At the main Orphanage up to 20 children sleep in each room with 2 leaders living in with them.



	Each child has a maximum of 2 bags of personal belongings, this includes a school uniform, at least 3 sets of clothes and 1-2 pairs of shoes. Each child looks after their own washing.



	The children at New life do not sleep on beds, but sleep on a traditional mattress, like a camping mat. Every day the children fold up the mattresses and stack them in the corner so there is enough room for them to get ready for the day.



	Every day the children are up at 5-5.30am and complete their morning devotions, chores, cleaning and eat their first meal, before going to school.



	The children have a loving, caring and nurturing support team around them all day and night because the leaders live-in at the orphanage. 



	The children have 3 meals a day. Each meal is a cooked meal of rice, curry, vegetables and meat.



	A Burmese bath is very different to an Australian bath. A Burmese bath involves pouring water over yourself using a bucket, then washing with soap and finishing off with more buckets of water poured over you.
